
Subcontracting Program Review Criteria

1.  A trend analysis of your firm’s year-end SF 295s indicating the dollars and percentages subcontracted to large, small, small disadvantaged, small women-owned, veteran owned business firms, and HUBZone concerns since the start of the contract.

2.  An evaluation of your firm’s small, small disadvantaged, small women-owned, and veteran owned business subcontracting program, in its entirety, including the recitation of records, reporting requirements, task order procedures, invoice payment procedures, description of personnel responsibilities, and the determination as to whether or not maximum practicable procurement opportunities have been provided to small and disadvantaged businesses.

3. Your firm’s compliance to your subcontracting goals and an evaluation of your firm’s subcontracting plan as it related to language, content and format.

4. An analysis of your firm’s purchase orders to determine the dollars and percentages purchased from large, small, small disadvantaged, women-owned, veteran owned small business firms and HUBZone concerns.  In addition, an review will be made of the types of services and products purchased in each category. 

5. Your firm’s outreach participation in procurement fairs, training programs, procurement conferences, etc.

6. Your firm’s listing of small, small disadvantaged, small women-owned, veteran owned businesses, and HUBZone concerns and the degree of outreach to continually seek more vendors.
