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Vehicle Leasing

The centrally managed vehicle lease contracts currently serviced through LANTNAVFACENGCOM will not be replaced with follow-on contracts for FY05.  Vehicles ordered on the FY04 contracts, N62470-03-D-4202, N62470-03-D-4203 and N62470-03-D-4213 have 2-12 month option periods that may be renewed within current guidelines, but ALL vehicles must be prepared for turn-in at the end of the final option period exercised on any existing task order.  No extensions past 36 months are authorized.  

There are several reasons for eliminating these centrally managed contracts; however, the most important is that GSA’s schedule 751 offers the same type of vehicles at better rates.  GSA has agreed that when they lease vehicles for us off their 751 schedule, they are considered to be GSA assets that will be replaced through their recapitalization program.  

Planning is essential.  When a new requirement is identified, or when a leased vehicle is within 90-120 days of expiration, each activity must deal directly with their local GSA fleet manager.  The GSA fleet manager will either fill the requirement with an existing GSA asset, or will order from the 751 schedule for you.  Yes, this means that you only have to go to one source to get vehicles whether you are replacing an existing GSA vehicle, replacing an existing commercial lease, or have a new requirement.  Your GSA fleet manager will determine the source of acquisition. 

The GSA 751 schedule has one, two, and three year rates which must be considered carefully between navy fleet managers and their GSA representatives to determine how long vehicles need to be leased. Consideration must be given to timing to ensure minimal overlap of vehicles in inventory, without a gap in service.  Identification of the need, funding and all other documentation must be taken care of in enough time to acquire replacement vehicles and to turn in current vehicles no later than the expiration date of current task orders.  

The time for ordering new vehicles for FY05 must be started now.  The existing contracts are entering manufacturers’ build-out periods, and the contracts will close as each type of vehicle is no longer available, and no vehicles will be ordered after contract close dates (Sept/Oct 2004).  The 751 schedule is available now, and delivery can be timed for minimal overlap - working closely with your local fleet manager and GSA reps, you must determine the length of the lease desired, and the vehicles required.

If GSA does not provide your vehicle support, you may still order off the 751 schedule directly, or rely on other local commercial leasing.  Either option, however, precludes future replacement with a GSA-owned vehicle.
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
