CHANGE/CLARIFICATION REQUEST

1.  Forwarded, recommending disapproval.

2.  The activity’s request to chock each end of a single car to prevent movement, instead

of chocking both sides of one wheel on the car, has merit; however, the preference is to

have chocks placed on both sides of the same truck as stated in the most current version of 

reference (a).  In doing so, the issue identified in the original correspondence requiring reaching under the truck side frame, is resolved.

3.  Since reference (a) does not specifically address chocking a cut of railcars on flat ground, the activity recommends changing the second bullet of reference (a), section 3, paragraph 1.f (5) to read:  “When a single railcar or cut of cars is spotted or parked, the hand brake on one car shall be set and each end of the car or cut shall be chocked.”  After review of the manual, it appears that further clarification may be warranted so that all activities are clear on chocking procedures.  With NAVFACENGCOM concurrence, LANTNAVFACENGCOM TEMC will take the lead and draft a change within the next 60 days and forward to NAVFACENGCOM for review and approval.
