Net-to-gross factors for Italy.  Net to Gross factors are larger in Italy because of the many Host Nation Laws/Norms that require larger and more numerous stairwells, natural lighting throughout the facilities, mechanical rooms on exterior walls only, wider egress doors, etc.  Therefore, the net-to-gross factor is larger that what is indicated in P-80.  A factor of 1.5 is acceptable to accommodate these Host Nation requirements.  

If P-80 automatically assigns a GSF allowance to a particular category code, assume that it was calculated using a1.25 factor.  Therefore, take the GSF allowance, divide by 1.25, and then multiply by 1.5 to get the GSF for Italy.

Also, some facilities may have a higher Net-to-Gross factor than 1.5.  When calculating warehouse requirements, for example, you should use higher applicable allowances (as per Table 440A & B). 

What is not certain is if the 1.5 factor applies to ALL buildings.  It may not apply to buildings that Local National Employees don't use, such as MWD kennels and armories. ....
