INSPECTION CHECKLIST FOR DRUMS CONTAINING HM AND HW

· Ensure all seams, sides, tops, and bottoms on drums or cans are not damaged, bulging or rusted.

· Ensure gaskets on the bungs are serviceable and are tightened to prevent seepage.

· Ensure your containers are DOT approved for the different types of waste you generate.

· Ensure containers are filled no more than 4 inches from the top.  This allows for expansion of the contents.

· Do not put liquid in an overpack drum.  The liquid is to be contained, then placed in an overpack drum.  Ensure the container inside the overpack is properly packed with absorbent to prevent damage to containers and absorb any possible leakage.

· Ensure tops of drums and cans are covered to prevent rust in inclement weather (very important in the Caribbean).  Ensure cover can be removed for Environmental inspections.

· Have drums or cans on pallet and unbanded.  Environmental personnel will inspect and sign documentation.  At that time the drums can be banded for transport to DRMO.

· Ensure the pallets are standard size (40” x 48”) and in serviceable condition.

· When banding to a pallet, ensure the band is not tight enough to damage the containers. Banding is transporters option.  It is not required by DRMO.

· Ensure battery acid and other corrosives ARE stored in plastic containers and metal bungs are not used.

· Ensure cleaning solvents are NOT stored in plastic containers.

· Ensure the correct hazardous labels are on the containers, i.e., flammable, corrosive, marine pollutant, non-regulated waste, HW, hazardous warning label (for HM) etc., and completely filled out.

· Ensure the correct national stock number, document number, accumulation start date, proper shipping name (includes hazard class, identification numbers, packing group, waste codes and item name), number of drums (per document), is annotated on each drum distinctly.

· For each item containing a marine pollutant:

· If the proper shipping name for the material, mixture or solution that is a marine pollutant listed in the International Maritime Dangerous Goods Code (Section 23) does not identify by name the component(s) that makes the material a marine pollutant, the name of the component(s) must appear on the DRID and package markings in parenthesis in association with the proper shipping name.

· The “Marine Pollutant” label must be affixed tot he container(s)

· If over 110 gallons, it must be marked on each end and each side with the “Marine Pollutant” label, and be visible from all sides.

· Packages containing marine pollutants should be durable marked with the marine pollutant mark shown below:
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· The marine pollutant mark should be in contrasting colour to the packaging, or, when used as a sticker, coloured black and white.

· For packages, the triangular mark should have sides of a least 100 mm, except in the case of packages which, because of their size, can only bear smaller marks.  For cargo transport units this dimension should be not less than 250 mm.

· The marine pollutant mark should be placed or stenciled adjacent to the dangerous goods label or labels, or, in the absence of such label or labels, in an appropriate place.

· A marine pollutant should only be offered for transport under its proper shipping name given in the appropriate individual schedule.  It should also be identified as MARINE POLLUTANT in the transport documents.  When declared under an N.O.S. or generic entry, a marine pollutant should always be identified by its recognized chemical name in parentheses.  A pesticide or pesticide preparation which is a marine pollutant should be offered for transport under the appropriate pesticide entry supplemented with the name of the specific pesticide and percentage of active ingredient in parentheses.  Examples of such a description are:

· FLAMMABLE LIQUID, N.O.S. (ethanol and dodecylphenol), class 3.2, UN 1993, P. G. II, MARINE POLLUTANT

· ORGANOCHLORINE PESTICIDE, SOLID, TOXIC ( ( (Aldrin 19%), class 6.1 UN 2761, P.G. III, MARINE POLLUTANT

· ENVIRONMENTALLY HAZARDOUS SUBSTANCE, LIQUID, N.O.S. (carbonphenothion 1.5%), class 9, UN 3082, P.G. III MARINE POLLUTANT.

· A marine pollutant should be offered for transport only in packaging which are resistant to the adverse effects of immersion in water.
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
