In accordance with ASN I&E Memorandum of 22 December 1993, I have reviewed the
Environmental Baseline Survey (EBS) Checklist and/or related appropriate information
concerning this property.

Sprat Hall is a 12.24-acre site located on St. Croix, USVIL This facility served as an operations
center for an underwater tracking range and performed anti-submarine warfare functions. An
EBS checklist completed for this property on 27 Feb 2003 identified the following
environmental items at the site:

e Hazardous Materials: Use/Storage of soldering flux, sulfuric acid, corrosion
prevention compound, diesel fuel, batteries

e Above-Ground Storage Tanks (ASTs): Two vaulted ASTs, No. 4135-1 (8,000
gal) and No. 3018 (500 gal)

e Septic System: A septic tank with leaching field was installed between 1986 —
1988

e Hazardous Waste: Anti-freeze leaks under chillers in Mechanical Room B-08

Due to these conditions, the following statement applies to the Sprat Hall site:

The property may contain some level of contamination by hazardous substances or
petroleum products. However, this property can be used pursuant to the proposed license
without unacceptable risk to human health or the environment. .

It is hereby determined, after diligent inquiry, that this site is suitable for lease to the Virgin
Islands Air National Guard under the terms and conditions and for the proposed uses described
in the license. In addition, the license shall guarantee a right of access by the Navy to conduct
environmental studies and investigations and to carry out any necessary environmental response
actions.
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
