Environmental Management System for Waste Water at NSB New London - An Environmental Management System was developed at the Naval Submarine Base New London, CT to assist the environmental staff in managing the operations of waste water discharges.  A pilot program was started with the operation of the power plant.  With the help of a contractor, the staff began to determine the environmental aspects of the operation of the wastewater systems.  These aspects can be thought of as the impacts that the operation of equipment has on the environment.  The program then includes the creation of goals, which the team strives to meet in order to reduce the environmental impacts of the wastewater system.  The documentation includes policy statements, environmental standards, environmental operating procedures, standard operating procedures, results documents, and record keeping.  With the EMS in place, the Submarine Base can use the system to transfer the responsibility of compliance to the operators of the wastewater discharge and let the environmental staff focus on the collection and compilation of data to track the operation of the system and report the results to the state.
