· Federal Planning Division (FPD) of the American Planning Association (APA) – The FPD of the APA held its annual conference in Denver, CO March 26-28, 2003.  NAVFACHQ participated by presenting a panel discussion entitled “DoD Training Range Planning and Sustainability”.   Alan Zusman was the moderator and the panel included; Robert Henderson (Southwest Division), Michael Barbuska (Southwest Region), Darrell Molzan (Southern Division) and Larry Chernikoff (NAVFACHQ).  

Alan Zusman opened the session by discussing the importance of ranges and how encroachment from urbanization and /or environmental restrictions was impacting our ability to train effectively.  He discussed Navy/Marine Corps range planning programs that address weapons impact, noise impacts, land use compatibility, environmental issues and encroachment.  Robert Henderson gave an Overview briefing on the Theater Assessment Program (TAP). TAP looks at operations in broad geographical areas rather than in a single specific geographical location. Mike Barbusca then made a presentation on the West Coast Aviation and Range Plan. This plan demonstrated how the Navy is looking at all the ranges on the west coast to provide a coordinated regional strategy and long-range vision to support the aviation community.  Darrell Molzan presented the Pinecastle RAICUZ Plan and Environmental Impact Statement (EIS), the Range Safety Zones and lessons learned. Larry Chernikoff completed the panel presentations by demonstrating the Navy Marine Corps Range Information System. 

· NMRIS – We are always striving to make NMRIS a better planning tool for you.  PLEASE take a moment to let us know what you think of NMRIS, what we can do to it to make it more useful and how are you using NMRIS.

· SAFE-RANGE – In April 2002, we visited with NSAWC to discuss their need for new Weapons Safety Footprint Areas (WSFA’s) for precision guided munitions such as GBU 10/12/16/24 and JDAM to support their mission.  After an exhaustive search for scored data for these weapons at NAS Fallon and NSWC China Lake, we came to the conclusion that the data does not exist.  However, Spectrum Sciences, Inc., who develops the WSFA’s for Air Force and DoN, has informed us that the Air Force has considerable data from Eglin AFB and that Spectrum has been using that data in preparing WSFA’s for the Air Force.  Therefore, we tasked Spectrum with preparing the new DoN WSFA’s for the aforementioned weapons using Air Force data.
