5.6. Larry asked about using one contractor for all RCA.  Would this provide better consistency?  John V. indicated the 2nd contractor would give a fresh look further testing the RSEPA Manual.

6. NEPA Manual

6.1. Contractor (EarthTech) will be starting interview for lessons learned.  Complete Draft Manual in June 03 for distribution and comments.  All NEPA personnel on the RSG part of the review team and responsible to coordinate review/input in their respective AOR.  Manual currently tailored for TAP.

7. RCMP Update

7.2. Cherry Point RCMP on schedule, 75% draft in May, 100% draft in August.  Larry requested assessing possibility of kickstarting EIS for Complexes that are at 100% Draft RCMP.
