1. RCMP Update

First draft (75%) RCMP for Cherry Point is due in May and should be available for review at our upcoming RSG meeting (Bryan).

SOCAL draft RCMP is due in November 2003, and the final is due in January 2004 (Jeff).

North I. Interviews for SOCAL RCMP are being conducted today.  In February the Fleet Project Team met for SOCAL to pull the operators into the process (Patrick).

No news yet on USMC participation in the RCMP for Camp Pendelton.  No current efforts by PACFLT to initiate these discussions with the Marines (Jeff).

There may be some interest from the USAF in participating in the RCMP process at some of the joint-use ranges (John V).

2. Range Capabilities Document

The SOW for the mod for to do the Range Capabilities Document is completed.  Input is being solicited for operator/Fleet buy-in.  USMC has now decided to kick in about a third of the cost (Bryan).  This document will perform the “gap” analysis for the RCMP to identify investment opportunities (John V). 

3. Acquisition Update

The TAP contract selection for the West Coast has been made; the selected firm was SRS/Parsons (Frank).  Kudos to Mel Waki and Debbie Loo for their outstanding efforts on this selection.

No announcment has been made yet for the East Coast selection, but it is expected soon (Frank).

4. TAP Database

Jeff sent an e-mail regarding the TAP database that is under development.  PACFLT is funding this effort for a database to store various TAP related documentation on the web; and to facilitate being able to more easily put the TAP funding documentation together.  The second phase of this project will involve incorporating the GIS mapping associated with the RSIP (Regional Shore Infrastructure Planning) link (Jeff).

Jeff wants the RSG members to look at the layout of the database.  We will use the database to update the TAP submission for POM 06.  Jeff suggested that we put a full day on the agenda of the up-coming RSG meeting agenda to review the database (Jeff).
