2. Aircraft operating within R-5306A shall remain 5 nm clear of BT-9 and BT-11 and monitor UHF 339.6 for containment and traffic alerts.

	Camp Lejeune’s Observation Posts (OP) and control towers on each automated range provide immediate overlook capabilities.  Current scoring capabilities are limited to virtual eyes-on, hit or miss observations.  Remoted Engagement Target System (RETS) can provide limited scoring and feedback capabilities such as:  hit or miss, number of impacts per target, and timed target acquisition.  

	Targets:
	RETS ranges offer automated pop-up, stationary, and moving reactionary targets, that can be hard or soft wired for infantry, armor, and anti-armor training.  Also primary infantry targets (PITs), silhouette targets, and empty hulks such as tanks, armored personnel carriers, etc.  Laser designators can be utilized within the confines of the Impact Area.

	Typical Operations:
	Air-to-ground operations, helicopter gunnery exercises, mortar fires, field artillery indirect fires, infantry weapons, and guided missile training evolutions.  

	Comments:
	1.  When inactive, SUA areas may be released by range control to the Cherry Point ATCF for use by all air traffic.  

2.  Prior to entering R-5306D, aircraft are required to contact range control for a range brief and authorization to enter the restricted airspace.  

3.  Upon entering restricted airspace, fixed-wing aircraft are directed to       switch frequencies to FAC (A) or TAC(A).  
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
