Ministerial Decree of 16 February 1982 (Official Gazzette 9 April, n.98)
Modifications to D.M. of 27 September 1965, concerning the identification of
those activities subject to fire-prevention inspections

Article 1

Locations, activities, storage facilities, plants and dangerous industries whose projects are subject to
precautionary assessment and opinion of Provincial Fire-brigade Commands and whose business is
subject to inspections for the release of "Certificato di prevenzione incend!” (Certificate of fire-prevention),
as well as the periodicity of further inspections, are determined as per the attached list, which is
countersigned by the Ministry of the Interiors and by Ministry of Industry, Trade and Handicrafts and it is
an integral part of this decree. People in charge of activities subject to fire-prevention inspections as
referred to in this decree, have the duty to request the renewal of "Certificato di prevenzione incend/"
when the operational activities or structure change, in case of new destination of areas or when
dangerous substances existing in factories or storages change in quality or quantity and any time, the
previously-accepted safety conditions change, apart from expiration-date of the already-issued
certificates. The expiration date of the already-issued "Cetrtificati di prevenzione incendr", valid on the
date this decree was issued, shall be considered as modified in accordance with the new terms provided
by this decree. To plants and systems that comprise - as integral parts of their productive-cycle - several
activities, each one subject to inspections by the Provincial Fire-Brigade Commands, a sole "Certificato di
prevenzione incendi" shall be issued for the whole activity and this certificate expires every three years.

Plants and systems where exploding substances - classified as exploding by the
regulation implementing the “ testo unico” (compilation) concerning public safety,
approved with a royal decree of 6 May 1940, n. 635, and its further modifications and
integrations, as well as organics peroxide, are produced, used or stored

Retailing shops of exploding substances as per ministerial decree of 18 October 1973
and 18 September 1975, and its further modifications and integrations.

Plants and systems where instable substances - which alone can provoke dangerous
reactions in presence or not of catalyst-, are produced, used or stored.

Plants and systems where nitrate of ammonium, of alkaline metals and alkaline-earth,
nitrate of lead and inorganic peroxide, are produced, used or stored.

Plants and systems where substances subject to spontaneous ignition and/or

substances, which produce inflammable gas if touched by water -, are produced, 3
used or stored.

Plants and systems where electric lamps, gas-discharge lamps, batteries and storage 6
cell, electric valves, etc., are produced.

Plants and systems for galvanizing, copper-plate and similar works implying fusion of 3
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metal or of other substances.
Plants for the construction of aircraft, automobiles and motorcycles.

Boat yard with more than 5 people.

Plants with more than 5 people for the construction and reparations of railway/tram
carriage road materials,.

Plants, with more than five people, for the construction of car-body and trailers for
vehicles.

Workshops for fixing vehicles able to host more than 9 vehicles; mechanical cold-
working workshops with more than 25 people.

Plants and systems - with more than 25 people - where tiles, majolica, pottery and
similar products are produced.

Cement factory.

Institutes, labs, plants and departments where scientific researches or industrial
activities using radioactive isotopes, equipment containing those substances and
units producing ionogenic radiations, are conducted - also occasionally (art. 13
December 1962, n. 1860 and art. 102 of Presidential decree. 13 February 1964, n.
185).

Commercial business with storage of radioactive substances (Heading IV of
Presidential Decree. 13 February 1964, n. 185) .

Garages of companies having permanent authorization to transport special fissile
materials and radioactive materials (art. 5 of law 31 December 1962, n. 1860,
replaced by art. 2 of Presidential decree. 30 December 1965, n. 1704).

Storage plants of nuclear materials, except storages that materials are to be sent.

Plants where nuclear fuel or products or radioactive waste, are stored (art. 1, letter b)

of law 31 December 1962, n. 1860).

Plants using nuclear energy peaceably and activities that imply risks of ionogenic
radiations deriving from the said use:

- nuclear stations;

- nuclear reactors/engine, except those that are part of vehicles;

- plants for the preparation or manufacturing of nuclear materials;

- Plants for splitting isotopes;

- Plants for the treatment of irradiating nuclear fuel.

Plants producing soap, candles and other wax/paraffin products, fatty acids,
unrefined glycerin when it is not produced by hydrolysis, of refined glycerin and
distillated and other similar products.

Electronic Stations for storing and processing data, with more than 25 people.
Places for shows/entertainment with more than 100 seats.

Hotels, boardinghouses, motels, dormitories and similar with more than 25 beds.

Any type of schools, colleges, academies and similar buildings having more than 100

people.
Hospitals, nursing home and similar structures with more than 25 beds.

Areas for exhibits and/or wholesale or retailing, restrooms e storage areas included,
bigger than 400 square meters;.

Areas for storing goods and various materials with a gross area larger than 1.000
square meters.

Companies and offices where more than 500 people are employed.

Buildings of great value from an artistic or historical standpoint used as libraries,
archives, museum, galleries, collections or anyhow for cultural interest and under the
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State supervision as per regional decree. 7 November 1942, n. 1564.

Plants for the production of heat, supplied with solid, liquid or gas fuel with capacity
higher than 100.0000 Kcal/h.

Private garages with more than 9 vehicles, public garages, watercraft shelters,
aircraft hangars.

Printing shop, lithography, printing in offset and similar activities with more than 5
people.

Building for civilian use, with gutters at a height higher than 24 meters.

Elevators areas and hoist for private use. rising above 20 meters, installed in civilian
buildings - height more than 24 meters from ground to gutters - and those installed in
industrial buildings as per art.. 9 of Presidential decree. 29 May 1963, n. 1497.

Fixed Platforms and fixed structures for digging and/or production of hydrocarbon as
per Presidential Decree n. 886 of 24 May 1979,.

Oil Pipeline with a diameter higher than 100 mm.
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
