
Naval Hospital Cemetery was active 
from 1824 to 1910, there may have 
been an earlier family burial 
ground on site.

1880s document refers to over 
2,000 burials since 1831.

Incomplete 1927 Index lists 
907 disintered burials.

Register of burials for Naval 
Hospital Cemetery not located.

Cutting, filling, grading, and 
development took place in 
cemetery after 1926.

Cemetery has low archaeological 
potential because of documented 
disturbances from 1926 on.

Naval Hospital Cemetery became 
active around 1830 and closed in 
1910; there was no earlier family 
burial ground on site.

Research indicates that not all burials
were removed in 1926.  Servicemen 
(some of African descent), family
members, and some civilians were 
buried there.

Incomplete 1927 Index lists 
911 disinterred burials.

Post-1926 grading and development 
did not remove cemetery.

Not all burials have been documented 
as removed. Cemetery may contain 
fragmentary human remains and 
disturbed burials. Ground-penetrating 
Radar (GPR) and limited field testing 
could help determine if burials are still 
present. Cemetery has high 
archaeological potential.

GPR identified a number of 
possible burial shafts. 

Field testing identified several filled 
burial shafts that were former graves, 
fragmentary human bone, and 
coffin remains.

One possibly intact human burial 
discovered 15 to 19 inches below 
ground surface and was left in place.

GPR can locate intact skeletons 
and shaft features but can not 
necessarily distinguish between 
the two without excavation.

A 64-year portion of the Naval 
Hospital Cemetery burial register 
(RD, 1831-1894) is located. No 
register for 1894 to 1910 is found.

A minimum burial population 
of 1,504 individuals is identified.

Complete 1927 Index is located. 
It lists 987 removed burials, at 
least 52 unidentified.

517 newly identified burials are 
not documented as removed.

Research documents poor condition 
of cemetery, missing or illegible 
head boards, undocumented burials, 
and record keeping errors.

Older burials more likely to be un-
documented due to poor preservation 
of headboards.  1926 disinterment 
apparently removed only burials with 
standing gravestones.  517 burials not 
documented as removed.
