ROICC NEWPORT CONTRACTOR SAFETY


AWARENESS AWARD PROGRAM





The ROICC Newport Contractor Safety Awareness Award program consists of four quarterly awards and one annual award for the contractors that best exemplify a standard of excellence for safety awareness. The period for each award is based on a fiscal year calendar and presented at the beginning of each new quarter.





Part I of this program outlines the criteria for earning the award. Part II identifies safety inspections completed by the contractor, to enhance safety awareness and to hold contractors accountable for safety on their jobsites. These inspections are not optional for consideration of the award.





Part I � Selection Criteria





• Award open to all Prime Contractors with contracts at ROICC Newport.


• No accidents for at least 6 months prior to selection,


• No non�compliance's issued for safety during quarter.


• Completion of safety inspections identified in Part 11 below.





Quarterly award recipient will be selected from the contractor who best meets the above criteria and has displayed the highest safety awareness. ROICC Newport's Supervisory General Engineer and Supervisory Engineering Tech will make final selection for the quarterly award.





Annual award winner to be selected from all four prior quarterly winners, with the final selection made by the ROICC.








Part H � Contractor Safety Inspection Checklists





Weekly � The weekly self� safety checklist shall be completed and submitted at the end of each week with the daily report.





Monthly � The monthly self� safety checklist shall be completed and submitted at the end of each month with the daily report.





Quarterly � The quarterly self� safety checklist shall be completed and submitted to the Engineering Tech NLT the last day of each Quarter (i.e. � March 31 s, June 30'h, September 301h, and December 31 ").





Engineering Techs and AROICC's will spot check reports during visits to site and will verify the quarterly safety inspection for candidates nominated prior to award.
