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AGREEMENT FOR THE PURCHASE

OF REAL PROPERTY

If possession is to be delivered upon other than the date of payment of the purchase price, or not as provided in the preceding sentence, provision therefor shall be in the form of an attachment to this Agreement.

9. GENERAL PROVISIONS

a. PAYMENT AND CONVEYANCE.  The purchase price for said property shall be paid when the Government has had a 

reasonable time to secure and examine the title evidence for said property and to obtain the necessary approval of title; provided that the Vendor executes and delivers to the Government a good and sufficient general warranty deed conveying said property to the Government in fee simple with the rights, easements and appurtenances thereunto belonging, free from all right, title, interest which the Vendor may have in the banks, beds, and waters of any streams opposite or fronting upon said land, and in any alleys, roads, streets, ways, strips, gores, or railroad rights of way abutting or adjoining said property, and in any means of ingress and egress appurtenant thereto; said conveyance to be subject only to outstanding public utility easements of record and outstanding easements for public roads, and ways, and such other outstanding rights and reservations as may be set forth under 2 and 3 above.  Conveyance by states, municipal corporations, fiduciaries, and persons acting solely in a representative capacity need not contain general warranty covenants if otherwise acceptable and satisfactory to the Government.

b. PREPARATION OF DEED.  The Government agrees to defray the expenses incident to the preparation of the deed to the 
Government and the abstract or certificate of title; provided, however, that the Vendor will deliver to the representatives of the Government any abstracts, certificates of title or muniments of title available to the Vendor or in his possession.
c. LIENS.  The Vendor agrees that all taxes, assessments, and encumbrances which are a lien against the property at the time 
of conveyance to the Government shall be satisfied by the Vendor prior to or at the time of transfer of title and, if the Vendor fails to do so, the Government may pay any taxes, assessments, and encumbrances which are a lien against the property and deduct such payments from the purchase price.  However, the Government agrees to pay all recording fees, transfer taxes and similar expenses incidental to conveying the property to the Government, if payable in a conveyance to the Government.  The Government also agrees to pay or reimburse the Vendor the pro rata portion of taxes and assessments which are allocable to a period subsequent to the date of vesting title in the Government, or the effective date of possession, whichever is earlier.  However, the Government shall not pay nor make reimbursement if such taxes and assessments are cancelled by State law upon acquisition by the Government.

d. LOSS OR DAMAGE.  The Vendor agrees that loss or damage to the property shall be at the risk of the Vendor until the 
deed conveying title to the Government has been accepted by the Government through its duly authorized representative, or until the Government has taken possession of the property as hereinbefore provided, and in the event that such loss or damage occurs, the Government may, without liability, refuse to accept conveyance of title, or it may elect to accept conveyance of title to such property, in which case there shall be an equitable adjustment of the purchase price.

e. CONDEMNATION.  The Vendor agrees that the Government may, at its election, acquire title to said property or any 
portion thereof or any interest therein, by condemnation or other judicial proceedings, in which event the Vendor agrees to cooperate with the Government in the prosecution of such proceedings, and also agrees that the consideration hereinbefore stated shall be the full amount of the award of just compensation inclusive of interest for the taking of said property and that any and all awards of just compensation that may be made in the proceeding to any defendant for any other interests in the property, shall be payable and deductible from said amount, and that said consideration shall also be in full satisfaction of any and all claims of the Vendor for payment for the possession provided for hereinbefore.

f. DESCRIPTION.  The above description of the property is subject to such modifications as may be necessary to conform to 
the survey (if any) made by the agents of the Government.

g. OFFICIALS NOT TO BENEFIT.  No member of or Delegate to Congress, or Resident Commissioner, shall be admitted 
to any share or part of this agreement or to any benefits that may arise therefrom; but this provision shall not be construed to extend to this agreement if made with a corporation for its general benefit.

h. GRATUITIES.  (1) The Government may, by written notice to the Vendor, terminate the right of the Vendor to proceed 
under this agreement if it is found, after notice and hearing, by the Secretary of the Navy or his duly authorized representative, that gratuities (in the form of entertainment, gifts, or otherwise) were offered or given by the Vendor, or any agent or representative of the Vendor, to any officer or employee of the Government with a view toward securing this agreement or securing favorable treatment with respect in the awarding or amending or the making of any determinations with respect to the performing of this agreement:  Provided, that the existence of the facts upon which the Secretary or his duly authorized representative makes such findings shall be in issue and may be reviewed in any competent court.


(2) In the event this agreement is terminated as provided in Paragraph (1) hereof, the Government shall be entitled (i) to pursue the same remedies against the Vendor as it could pursue in the event of a breach of the contract by the Vendor, and (ii) as a penalty in addition to any other damages to which it may be entitled by law, to exemplary damages in any amount (as determined by the Secretary or his duly authorized representative) which shall be not less than three nor more than ten times the costs incurred by  the Vendor in providing any such gratuities to any such officer or employee.

(3) The rights and remedies of the Government provided in this clause shall not be exclusive and are in addition to any other rights and 

remedies provided by law or under this agreement.

i. COVENANT AGAINST CONTINGENT FEES.  The Vendor warrants that no person or selling agency has been employed or retained to solicit or 

secure this agreement upon an agreement or understanding for a commission, percentage, brokerage, or contingent fee, excepting bona fide employees or bona fide established commercial or selling agencies maintained by the Vendor for the purpose of securing business.  For breach or violation of this warranty the Government shall have the right to annul this agreement without liability or in its discretion to deduct from the purchase price the full amount of such commission, percentage, brokerage, or contingent fee.  The Government agrees that this covenant shall not apply to licensed real estate agents performing their normal functions.

j. NUMBER.  Wherever the context thereof requires, the singular number as used herein shall be read as plural.

k. REPRESENTATIONS.   All terms and conditions with respect to this agreement of purchase are expressly contained herein and the Vendor agrees that no representative or agent of the Government has made any representation or promise with respect thereto not expressly contained herein.
l. ADDITIONAL PROVISIONS.  Additional provisions incorporated by attachment or reference and forming a part of this agreement:
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
