c.  If the estimated value of the real property is in excess of $500,000, a report to the Armed Services Committees of Congress (10 USC 2662) is required including approval from the Assistant Secretary of Defense (Installations and Logistics).  Transfers from the GSA and Coast Guard are not subject to the reporting requirements to Congress, except for formerly private owned lands acquired through an exchange.

d.  All land acquisitions that involved the purchase, withdrawal from public domain, lease or permit from individuals or government entities, or any other type of use agreement involving more than 1,000 acres, or land whose estimated purchase price or annual lease price exceeds $1 million require Assistant Secretary of Defense (Economic Security) approval.

e.  Toxic & Hazardous Waste Survey and review by Code EV32 

In accordance with Code 24 memo of 11 Jul 94 early in planning for each acquisition, or ingrant, "our practice will be to refer the proposed acquisition or ingrant to Code 1832 [now EV32] for environmental investigation".  For each ingrant, whether new or succeeding, a decision from Code EV32 regarding the appropriate environmental documentation should be documented in the file.  For ingrants, the procedure is the same for both Navy and Marine Corps activities - initial inquiry as to appropriate documentation needed should go directly to Code EV32.  Written documentation can be in the form of an informal decision from Code EV32 (e-mail or memo) or a formal Toxic & Hazardous Waste Survey by the activity and a decision memorandum from Code EV32.  The contracting officer, if, after coordination with the activity and Code EV32, is still unsatisfied with the environmental documentation of record, has the right to forward the contract to the next higher level for signature.  See also LANTDIV memo of 16 Aug 2000.
_____
f.  NEPA documentation - In accordance with OPNAVINST 5090.1B, Ch.-2 and for the Marine Corps MCO P5090.2, the "action proponent" has the responsibility to prepare and/or obtain funding for the preparation of the appropriate NEPA documentation.  The "action proponent" is the commander, commanding officer, or civilian director of a unit, activity or organization that is responsible for initiating and/or carrying out a proposed action.  In general, the proponent should be at the lowest level in the chain of command that "owns" the entire action being proposed - usually this is the activity.  The activity must provide their decision/documentation in writing for each new and succeeding instrument. This can be in the form of an EIS/ROD, EA/FONSI, cat/ex, or other (i.e. statement NEPA is not triggered).  A statement from the activity that existing NEPA data of record remains current and correct, would allow the realty specialist to use the same data to complete the new contract.  Although not required, the realty specialist may request Code BD32 review the documentation.  This may be appropriate if there is a special concern or the realty specialist does not agree with the activity's documentation.  The contracting officer, if, after coordination with the activity and still being unsatisfied with the NEPA documentation of record, has the right to forward the contract to the next higher level for signature.  See also LANTDIV memo of 16 Aug 2000.
Since the transfer is with another FEDERAL AGENCY check w/ Code BD32 to determine whether the Navy/Marine Corps is responsible for the NEPA documentation.  The other FEDERAL AGENCY may be completing the required NEPA documentation.
