Topic:  Access to other Applications in ieFACMAN for LANTDIV Employees

Everyone who has a NEADS userid and password received the attached email to access eProjects.  Everyone with a userid and password in NEADS has access to eProjects and for some people that is all you will need.  If your position requires access to additional programs (and you do not currently have that access), then continue reading.

If you need access to other applications within the ieFACMAN framework such as:
  EPG
  EPG Family Housing
  Project 2000 Enterprise (P2E)(Scheduling Program for PMs only)

Then you need to log in to eProjects with your userid and password from this original email. 
DO NOT Register as a New User.
If it is your first time logging in you will have a User Profile Screen show up.  Please make sure all the required items are correct and filled in.
 

Hit Submit on this screen.  You will then be in eProjects.  (If you have already logged in to eProjects once, then you will not get the first User Profile Screen.)  Once in eProjects:
 

On the left side of your screen choose the Information button.
 

Then choose the UserProfile icon.
 

Once in User Profile (top of screen says User Registration), go to the Applications section and check the applications that you want to access.  Choose only from the three listed above.
 

If you choose EPG or EPG Family Housing, you will need to fill in the following boxes on the right side of the screen:
Region = MidAtlantic (for LANT HQ folks)  NorthEast (for EFA NE folks)  Washington, D.C. (for EFA CHES folks)
Major Claimant = NAVFAC
Organization Level = EFD/EFA
NEADS Authorizing Center = COMLANTDIV
 

Click on Submit.  The same screen will reappear and you are done (unless you get an error message that you need to fix something.)
 

You can access any other part of eProjects or just close your browser.
