As the commander of the Joint Force Headquarters Homeland Security, Filipino-American Major General Soriano ensures U.S. based forces are prepared for homeland security missions, which include homeland defense and civil support.  He leads a staff in the JFHQ-HLS that plans and integrates the full spectrum of JFCOM civil support and homeland defense support to lead federal agencies, from prevention through crisis response and consequence management. Established during September 2001 using the recently designed and tested template for a standing joint force headquarters (SJFHQ), the joint task force recently developed under USJFCOM's transformation and experimentation programs.

JFHQ-HLS supports USJFCOM's role as the proponent for the land and maritime defense of the nation, as well as providing military assistance to civil authorities. JFCOM and the JFHQ-HLS also coordinate closely with the North American Aerospace Defense Command (NORAD) who has responsibility for the air defense of the United States, and U.S. Space Command who is responsible for the computer network defense of the country.

Major General Soriano was commissioned a second lieutenant of infantry upon graduation from San Jose State in 1970. He has held numerous staff and command positions, including tours in Europe and Korea and as commander of the 7th Infantry Division at Fort Carson, Colo. from 1999-2001.

Soriano holds a masters degree in public administration from the University of Missouri. His awards include the Defense Superior Service Medal, four awards of the Legion of Merit, the Defense Meritorious Service Medal, three awards of the Meritorious Service Medal and numerous awards of the Army Commendation and Achievement Medals.
