Did you know that Chinese-American, Maya Lin, designed the Vietnam Veterans Memorial and the Civil Rights Memorial in Washington, DC?  

As an undergraduate student at Yale University in 1980, her design for the Vietnam Veterans Memorial was selected over other designs, and it received high critical acclaim.  Over 58,000 names of Americans are etched on the black granite panels.  The Vietnam Memorial is one of the most visited sites in Washington, DC.  After receiving her master's degree in architecture from Yale in 1986, she designed the Civil Rights Memorial to honor the struggle for African American civil rights.
