White House Counsel

As a Harvard graduate who has worked his way up through the legal ranks, Alberto Gonzales has been deeply involved with community activities and his professional peers. He has served as Director for Catholic Charities and Big Brothers and Sisters in Houston, Texas and has been honored for his efforts by various groups. Professionally he has been a law partner, General Counsel for George W. Bush during his first term as Governor, Secretary of State for Texas, and Justice on the Texas Supreme Court. He serves at the side of President George W. Bush as White House Counsel, protecting the legal interests of the Office of the President. 

Gonzales was born on August 4, 1955 in San Antonio, Texas. He was raised in Houston with 7 brothers and sisters.  From 1973-1975, he served in the US Air Force and attended the United States Air Force Academy from 1975-1977 in Colorado Springs, Colorado. He served as the Director, Big Brothers and Sisters from 1985-1991 and from 1989-1993 as the Director of Catholic Charities, Houston, Texas.  He has served as the President of the Houston Hispanic Bar Association and Houston Hispanic Forum.  He has been the Assistant Legal Counsel, Houston Host Committee at the 1992 Republican National Convention.  From 1991-1994 he served as the Director of the State Bar of Texas.  From 1992-1993 he served as the Chairman of the Republican National Hispanic Assembly of Houston.  He was the General Counsel to Governor George W. Bush from 1995-1997 and went on to be the Secretary of State, State of Texas from 1997-1999.  From 1999-2000 he was a Justice at The Supreme Court of Texas.  He is currently the White House Counsel for George W. Bush.
