Rear Admiral Brown completed Navy Officer Candidate School and was commissioned an Ensign in 1974, following graduation from Virginia Polytechnic Institute and State University with a B.S. in Business Management. She also holds a Master’s degree in Business Management from the Naval Postgraduate School. Her initial assignment was at the U.S. Air Facility, Sigonella, Sicily.
