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Contract for Demolition at Naval Station Norfolk


The Naval Facilities Engineering Command, Atlantic Division awarded a $14.4 million contract to Tidewater Skanska, Inc., Virginia Beach, for demolition of the Small Craft Basin at Naval Station Norfolk.  The work includes demolition of two buildings, CEP-168 and LAG-57, the small boat basin relieving platform, wooden pier and floating piers; dredging, construction of a bulkhead, floating piers, boat house and parking areas.   The work will be completed in the spring of 2005.  

The Atlantic Division, one of four engineering field divisions of the Naval Facilities Engineering Command, plans, designs, and constructs shore facilities for the Navy, Marine Corps, and Department of Defense along the East Coast of the U.S. and throughout the Atlantic, Caribbean, and Mediterranean.
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
