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Contract Awarded for Sewells Point Clinic Renovation

The Naval Facilities Engineering Command, Atlantic Division awarded a $17.1 million construction contract to M. A. Mortenson Co., Minneapolis, Minn., for an addition and alterations to the Sewells Point Medical Clinic at Naval Station, Norfolk. 

The work to be performed provides for construction of a two-story, steel frame facility compatible with the existing facility's architecture to expand the primary care clinic, acute care services, family practice, physical exam, and administrative functions.  Supporting services include relocation/upgrade of electrical service, access road relocation, expanded parking and safety improvements, and new sidewalks and incidental related work. The project is expected to be completed by June 2007.
